3. Topic Background 

The worldwide phenomena nearly discovered a few years ago, where bees abruptly 
leave their farms and in extreme cases death, is called Colony Collapse Disorder. 

Over the past years, we have faced this problem, this situation is known as bee 
extinction. The first appearances of this problem were back in 2006 in California when 
its honey production decreased according to bee keepers that are in charge of this area.  

According to a recent Harvard study that was published several weeks ago, the main 
factors in this event are pesticides. 95 percent of the insecticide that was introduced in 
the 1990s up in the wider environment has this toxin called neonicotinoids. 

The Environmental Protection Agency has found that neonicotinoid is a major pesticide 
used on cotton plants and citrus trees. This pesticide affects the bees in an internal way, 
impacting their nervous system; it goes from causing navigation and flying problems and 
leads to death. Another mayor agent that has influence in this area are parasites. They 
attack the bee hive themselves, one of the most dangerous is called the Varroa Mite, 
but its scientific name is Varroa destructor.  It’s the world's most devastating pest of 
honey bees, it has been discovered that this parasite has been present from around 20 
years ago and was the number one cause to bee extinction.  

Another major key influence is the nutrition that bees have nowadays. Bees commonly 
depend on flowers, wilderness and wild spaces in order to pollinate. Right now farmers 
are replacing all open areas with crops, because it’s cheaper and feeding the cattle, for 
bees this is like a big drought. All these factors are extremely linked to colony collapse 
disorder.
